Tercer domingo de Cuaresma

In the book "Conversion" (2002) we find a description of the path
taken by the Italian writer Vittorio Messori. he reached Catholicism.
Messori was born in Modena in 1941. He was baptized, but his family
did not practice the faith and did not receive any religious education
in it. His unbelieving family and school made him an anti-clerical and
rationalist. The turning point for him was the summer of 1964. The
grace of God made Vittorio, an intelligent and promising 23-year-old
student and telephone exchange employee on the night shift, living in
anti-clerical Turin, studying with lay professors, he chose to pick up
the Gospel and lived - in an inexplicable rational way - the experience
of conversion. He found Jesus Christ and received the gift of
certainty that this Man was truly the Son of God. Subsequently to the
Gospel he devoted his entire later life. He became one of the most
popular Catholic writers of international fame. He is the author of an
interview with John Paul II entitled "Crossing the Threshold of Hope"
and with Card. Joseph Ratzinger - "Report on the state of faith".
Messori was aware that life "is either lived or written." For this
reason, he always looked for a secluded place where he could wonder
how to convince people that hope exists, that hope is valid, that "a
Christian is not a moron."

Looking at the example of Vittorio Messori, we see that God gives
man time. Conversion is a change in the direction of life based on the
pattern of the world to the pattern that shows the life of Jesus.
Sometimes this change occurs immediately after getting to know
Jesus. Sometimes the conversion process takes a year or more until
one overcomes the resistance to God's rule in life. The obstacle may
be ignoring your own sins and weaknesses, comparing yourself with
others or believing that all changes are impossible. Help is to accept
God confidently into your life and heart, and to rely on His help. In
this context, the words of Jesus to St. Faustyna Kowalska: "The sins
of distrust hurt me most painfully" (Diary 1076). Lack of trust
prevents God from acting in the soul and, consequently, leaves man to
himself.

Before the Passover festival in Bethany, Jesus saw a fig tree covered
with rich greenery. He approached him, expecting to find fruit among
the leaves. However, Jesus was disappointed because there was not a
single fruit on the tree. Jesus experienced a similar disappointment on
the part of those who considered themselves pious but did not bear the
fruit he expected. Most of the people of Galilee had heard of Him
before, few believed in Him. Should Jesus still expect faith from
them? Lent is a time given by God for conversion for each of us. We
are all contaminated with sin, selfishness, we like to focus on
ourselves and think only about ourselves. Conversion indicates the
necessity of constant readiness to change one's life and consent to be
defeated and captured by the One who "is gracious, full of mercy".

En el libro "Conversion" (2002) encontramos una descripcion del
camino recorrido por el escritor italiano Vittorio Messori. lleg6 al
catolicismo. Messori naci6 en Modena en 1941. Fue bautizado, pero
su familia no practicaba la fe y no recibié ninguna educacion
religiosa en ella. Su familia y escuela incrédulas lo convirtieron en
un anticlerical y racionalista. El punto de inflexion para ¢l fue el
verano de 1964. La gracia de Dios hizo que Vittorio, un estudiante
inteligente y prometedor de 23 afios y empleado de la central
telefonica en el turno de noche, que vivia en el Turin anticlerical,
estudiara con profesores laicos, eligio recoger el Evangelio y vivir -
de un modo inexplicablemente racional- la experiencia de la
conversion. Encontré a Jesucristo y recibio el don de la certeza de
que este Hombre era verdaderamente el Hijo de Dios.
Posteriormente al Evangelio dedicé toda su vida posterior. Se
convirtidé en uno de los escritores catdlicos mas populares de fama
internacional. Es autor de una entrevista a Juan Pablo II titulada
"Cruzando el Umbral de la Esperanza" y con el Card. Joseph
Ratzinger - "Informe sobre el estado de la fe". Messori era
consciente de que la vida "o se vive o se escribe". Por eso, siempre
buscaba un lugar apartado donde poder preguntarse como convencer
a la gente de que la esperanza existe, que la esperanza es valida, que
“un cristiano no es un imbécil”.

Mirando el ejemplo de Vittorio Messori, vemos que Dios le da
tiempo al hombre. La conversion es un cambio en la direccion de la
vida basada en el patron del mundo al patréon que muestra la vida de
Jests. A veces este cambio ocurre inmediatamente después de
conocer a Jesus. A veces, el proceso de conversion toma un afio o
mas hasta que uno vence la resistencia al gobierno de Dios en la
vida. El obstaculo puede ser ignorar tus propios pecados y
debilidades, compararte con los demas o creer que todos los
cambios son imposibles. La ayuda es aceptar a Dios con confianza
en tu vida y en tu corazdn, y confiar en Su ayuda. En este contexto,
las palabras de Jesus a S. Faustyna Kowalska: "Los pecados de
desconfianza me duelen mas dolorosamente" (Diario 1076). La falta
de confianza impide que Dios actue en el alma y, en consecuencia,
deja al hombre solo.

Antes de la fiesta de la Pascua en Betania, Jests vio una higuera
cubierta de abundante vegetacion. Se acerco a €1, esperando
encontrar fruta entre las hojas. Sin embargo, Jesus estaba
desilusionado porque no habia ni un solo fruto en el arbol. Jesus
experimento una desilusion similar por parte de aquellos que se
consideraban piadosos, pero no dieron el fruto que él esperaba. La
mayoria de la gente de Galilea habia oido hablar de El antes, pocos
crefan en El. ;Deberia Jesus todavia esperar fe de ellos? La
Cuaresma es un tiempo dado por Dios para la conversion de cada
uno de nosotros. Todos estamos contaminados con el pecado, el
egoismo, nos gusta enfocarnos en nosotros mismos y pensar solo en
nosotros. La conversion indica la necesidad de una disposicion
constante a cambiar de vida y el consentimiento para ser derrotado y
capturado por Aquel que "es amable, lleno de misericordia".
