Mensaje del pastor

God is a God of joy, not sorrow, except that our longing for joy from
early childhood is exposed to mutilation. These mutilations make us
close in on ourselves, cut ourselves off from true desires, take away
our feelings, stop believing in happiness, suspect every joy as a trick
of suffering.

Many people are afraid of experiencing the humblest joy on Friday,
because they are convinced that Sunday will be full of tears. Fewer
and fewer people believe in successful marriages, more and more
often the word "family" is associated with psychological torture.
People close themselves off from experiencing joy, look for cheering
up in chemical addictions, in workaholism, in attention-consuming
activities, in obsessive activity, even with charity appearances. In
masturbation and gluttony, in sex and the Internet, getting drunk with
beer and virtual games where they take revenge on generated
monsters. And all because the suppressed longing for a real wedding
has been blocked. The more they do not believe in the joy of life, the
more they devote themselves to hedonistic imitations.

The substitutes for love, tenderness, joy, success and friendship are at
your fingertips. But all of this only depressingly deepens the sadness.
Many mothers give their children food instead of affection, many
fathers give their children money instead of talking. Many young
people have nothing to offer their partners but sex. Many people
prefer to watch on-screen dramas for hours than to risk realizing their
own tragedy for a minute. We dissociate ourselves from feelings. We
don't want to feel our heart hungry and we stuff it with anything that
will deceive us for a moment and not satisfy us forever.

What do you really want? Happiness, tenderness, love, conversation,
cheering up, which is not an empty laugh. Who can give you this?
Only Jesus remedied the emptiness of the stone jars. There were six of
them. It was the sixth day that man was created. To taste true
happiness, you must do what Jesus says - in line with Mary's
exhortation: "Do whatever he tells you." The wedding at Cana is not
only the event that begins the series of miracles of Jesus, but also a
symbol of the vocation of man to experience an endless and
inexhaustible wedding. It was the third day and there was no wine, in
an hour or two the wedding could end with an unpleasant screeching.
The wedding headwaiter pretended that everything was fine. He kept
an appearance of being in control of the situation. There are many
people who are doomed to a false smile in the middle of their lives,
hiding the bankruptcy of feelings and spirit. Their joy in life, or let's
put it another way: their wedding, has become a curtain that covers
despair and hopelessness, deficit and disappointment. The more
parties, the greater the fear of loneliness, the more sensual
gratification and intoxication, the more robbed the spirit. Happiness is
not outside of us, but inside us - in discovering in solitude the full
presence of the Holy Spirit. But who will believe it? Who is this
eternal joy and undying joy for man? "Jesus rejoiced in the Holy
Spirit ..." (Lk 10:21)

Dios es un Dios de alegria, no de tristeza, excepto que nuestro
anhelo de alegria desde la primera infancia esta expuesto a la
mutilacion. Estas mutilaciones nos hacen cerrarnos en nosotros
mismos, apartarnos de los verdaderos deseos, arrebatarnos los
sentimientos, dejar de creer en la felicidad, sospechar toda alegria
como una trampa del sufrimiento.

Mucha gente tiene miedo de experimentar la mas humilde alegria el
viernes, porque estd convencida de que el domingo estara lleno de
lagrimas. Cada vez menos personas creen en matrimonios exitosos,
cada vez mas a menudo la palabra "familia" se asocia con la tortura
psicologica. Las personas se cierran a experimentar la alegria,
buscan alegrarse en las adicciones quimicas, en la adiccion al
trabajo, en las actividades que consumen atencion, en la actividad
obsesiva, incluso en las apariciones benéficas. En la masturbacion y
la glotoneria, en el sexo e Internet, emborrachandose con cerveza y
juegos virtuales donde se vengan de los monstruos generados. Y
todo porque el anhelo reprimido de una boda real ha sido bloqueado.
Cuanto menos creen en la alegria de vivir, mas se dedican a las
imitaciones hedonistas.

Los sustitutos del amor, la ternura, la alegria, el éxito y la amistad
estan a tu alcance. Pero todo esto solo profundiza deprimente la
tristeza. Muchas madres dan a sus hijos comida en lugar de carifio,
muchos padres dan a sus hijos dinero en lugar de hablar. Muchos
jovenes no tienen nada que ofrecer a sus parejas mas que sexo.
Mucha gente prefiere ver dramas en pantalla durante horas que
arriesgarse a darse cuenta de su propia tragedia por un minuto. Nos
desvinculamos de los sentimientos. No queremos sentir nuestro
corazén hambriento y lo llenamos con cualquier cosa que nos
engafie por un momento y no nos satisfaga para siempre.

(Qué quieres realmente? Alegria, ternura, amor, conversacion,
alegria, que no es una risa vacia. {Quién puede darte esto? Solo
Jesus remedio el vacio de las tinajas de piedra. Habia seis de ellos.
Era el sexto dia que el hombre fue creado. Para saborear la
verdadera felicidad, debes hacer lo que dice Jests, en linea con la
exhortacion de Maria: "Haced lo que él os diga". La boda de Cana
no es solo el acontecimiento que da comienzo a la serie de milagros
de Jesus, sino también un simbolo de la vocacidon del hombre a vivir
una boda interminable e inagotable. Era el tercer dia y no habia
vino, en una o dos horas la boda podia terminar con un chillido
desagradable. El maitre de la boda fingid que todo estaba bien.
Mantuvo la apariencia de estar en control de la situacion. Hay
muchas personas que estan condenadas a una sonrisa falsa en la
mitad de su vida, ocultando la bancarrota de los sentimientos y el
espiritu. Su alegria de vivir, o, dicho de otro modo: su boda, se ha
convertido en un teldén que cubre la desesperacion y la desesperanza,
el déficit y la desilusion. Cuantas mas fiestas, mayor el miedo a la
soledad, mas la gratificacion sensual y la embriaguez, mas robado el
espiritu. La felicidad no esta fuera de nosotros, sino dentro de
nosotros, en descubrir en la soledad la presencia plena del Espiritu
Santo. ;Pero quién lo creera? ;Quién es este gozo eterno y gozo
imperecedero para el hombre? "Jesus se regocijo en el Espiritu
Santo..." (Lc 10,21)
