Pastor’s Message
March 13, 2022
Second Sunday of Lent

Mensaje del pastor

Segundo domingo de Cuaresma

The Word of God invites us today to Mount Tabor, where,
together with Peter, John and James, we become witnesses
of an extraordinary event. The conversation about the
inevitability of the sacrifice of the Messiah takes place in a
truly heavenly setting. We see Jesus transformed, his face
shining like the sun and his garments glistening white. And
beside Him, two men - Moses and Elijah - who have not
been seen on earth for thousands of years, and who appear to
us in glory. This conversation shows that the decision for
Christ to die is not the result of earthly reasoning. It was
made for our salvation. "He was the light." Not one of the
prophets, not one light more, but a "light" that has come into
this world. It is because of the destruction of this light that
He will die. In Tabor, the disciples experienced the
illumination of God's glory when Jesus' face "shone like the
sun, and his clothes became white as light. Saint Peter will
all his life be marked by this special encounter. It is the
fundamental experience of his faithfulness, that gives
strength and confidence to Peter who is frightened.

Now let's try to look at our reality. This time the protagonist
of the last scene is me, i.e. a disciple of Jesus, a Christian of
the third millennium, illuminated by the light of His grace in
every Eucharist. What is God's command for me to "obey"
Christ? Listen, i.e. experience, participate, receive and also
imitate. During Lent, a privileged form of God's speech to
the human heart, Mount Tabor and the renewal of a personal
covenant with the Creator, is the time of retreat that takes
place in thousands of parishes. Retreats are nothing more
than listening to God and experiencing His presence, it is
organizing and supplementing the hierarchy of values, it is a
renewal of personal friendship with God and strengthening
faith. No retreat, regardless of its duration or method, is an
automatic process. Rather, we could equate it with some
struggle, some difficulty and some expectation. If we look at
Peter, James and John, despite unfavorable and mysterious
external circumstances, we have no doubt that their climb to
Mount Tabor was necessary. It was worth being there to see
the "splendor of Heaven" and hear the voice of the Creator:
"This is my Son, the Chosen One, listen to Him!".

La Palabra de Dios nos invita hoy al monte Tabor, donde,
junto a Pedro, Juan y Santiago, nos convertimos en testigos de
un acontecimiento extraordinario. La conversacion sobre la
inevitabilidad del sacrificio del Mesias tiene lugar en un
escenario verdaderamente celestial. Vemos a Jesus
transformado, su rostro resplandeciente como el sol y sus
vestiduras resplandeciendo blancas. Y junto a El, dos
hombres, Moisés y Elias, que no se han visto en la tierra
desde hace miles de afios, y que se nos aparecen en la gloria.
Esta conversacion muestra que la decision de que Cristo
muera no es el resultado de un razonamiento terrenal. Fue
hecho para nuestra salvacion. "El era la luz". No uno de los
profetas, ni una luz més, sino una "luz" que ha venido a este
mundo. Es a causa de la destruccion de esta luz que El morira.
En Tabor, los discipulos experimentaron la iluminacion de la
gloria de Dios cuando el rostro de Jesus “resplandecié como
el sol, y sus vestidos se volvieron blancos como la luz. San
Pedro estara marcado toda su vida por este encuentro especial.
Es el recuerdo de la Transfiguracion, que se convirtio para €l
en la experiencia fundamental de su fidelidad, lo que da
fuerza y confianza a Pedro que esta asustado.

Ahora tratemos de mirar nuestra realidad. Esta vez el
protagonista de la ultima escena soy yo, es decir, un discipulo
de Jesus, un cristiano del tercer milenio, iluminado por la luz
de su gracia en cada Eucaristia. ;Cual es el mandato de Dios
para mi de "obedecer" a Cristo? Escuchar, es decir,
experimentar, participar, recibir y también imitar. Durante la
Cuaresma, forma privilegiada del discurso de Dios al corazon
humano, el monte Tabor y la renovacion de una alianza
personal con el Creador, es el tiempo de retiro que se
desarrolla en miles de parroquias. Los retiros no son mas que
escuchar a Dios y experimentar su presencia, es organizar y
complementar la jerarquia de valores, es renovar la amistad
personal con Dios y fortalecer la fe. Ningun retiro,
independientemente de su duracién o método, es un proceso
automatico. Mas bien, podriamos equipararlo con alguna
lucha, alguna dificultad y alguna expectativa. Si miramos a
Pedro, Santiago y Juan, a pesar de las circunstancias externas
desfavorables y misteriosas, no dudamos de que su subida al
monte Tabor era necesaria. Valio la pena estar alli para ver el
"esplendor del Cielo" y escuchar la voz del Creador: "jEste es
mi Hijo, el Elegido, jescuchadlo!".
