Pastor’s Message

September 26, 2021

We have a very direct message given to us in the readings.
They talk to our role in the coming church. The Old
Testament reading recalls a time when Moses had left the
israelite camp, others received the gift of the Spirit and
began to prophesy in his place. One of Moses’s helpers
took exception to this. He felt that only those specifically
part of Moses’s group should have that right. Moses’s
response, “Would that all the people of the LORD were
prophets! Would that the LORD might bestow his spirit
on them all!" illustrates that the church is expected to
grow to take in others. In growing, all must become
prophets. This tell us, that the church is all its people, not
just the ministers and clergy. We collectively as a group,
whether, priests, sisters or laymen are to be prophets for
Jesus. We are called to this level of participation, to
action. This could be by prayer or contemplation. It could
also be in direct action for our neighbor, or in charity to
the poor or elderly. This message is further explored in the
Gospel. Jesus foresees the time when He wouldn’t be
physically present to His church. He shows us that His
power to heal, or drive out demons, is present in those
who do these things in His name. Those who do so are not
condemned. Again Jesus, the Son of God, sees His Spirit
remaining with the church. He tells us that we, who do
things in His name, cannot speak ill of Jesus and are with
Him. He also takes to task, in the Second Reading, those
who worship material things. If they become your god,
you are condemned. The scriptures this week are quite
clear. We must be an active part of our religion as Jesus
wants. We must live our lives true to the Spirit that Jesus
sent to us, in charity and accepting of the truth of Jesus’s
words. A great reward awaits us. “For whoever is not
against us is for us...amen, I say to you,” [he] will surely
not lose his reward.”

Uno de los ayudantes de Moisés
se opuso a esto. Sintio que solo aquellos especificamente
parte del grupo de Moisés deberian tener ese derecho.
La respuesta de Moisés: “;Ojala todo el pueblo del
Seiior fueran profetas! ;Ojald el SENOR derramara su
espiritu sobre todos ellos! "llustra que se espera que la
iglesia crezca para acoger a otros. Al crecer, todos
deben convertirse en profetas. Esto nos dice que la
iglesia es todo su pueblo, no solo los ministros. y el
clero. Nosotros colectivamente como grupo, ya sean
sacerdotes, hermanas o laicos deben ser profetas para
Jesus. Estamos llamados a este nivel de participacion, a
la accion. Esto puede ser mediante la oracion o la
contemplacion. También puede ser en la accion directa
para nuestro projimo, o en caridad con los pobres o los
ancianos. Este mensaje se explora mas a fondo en el
Evangelio. Jesus prevé el momento en que no estaria
fisicamente presente en Su iglesia. El nos muestra Su
poder para sanar o expulsar los demonios, estan
presentes en aquellos que hacen estas cosas en Su
nombre. Los que hacen esto no son condenados.
Nuevamente Jesus, el Hijo de Dios, ve que Su Espiritu
permanece con la iglesia. El nos dice que nosotros, que
hacemos las cosas en su nombre, no podemos hablar
mal de Jesiis y estamos con él. El también toma en
cuenta, en la segunda lectura, a los que adoran las
cosas materiales. Si se convierten en tu dios, estds
condenado. Las escrituras de esta semana son bastante
claras. Debemos ser una parte activa de nuestra religion
como Jesus quiere. Debemos vivir nuestras vidas fieles
al Espiritu que Jesus nos envio, con caridad y aceptando
la verdad de las palabras de Jesus. Nos espera una gran
recompensa. "Porque el que no estd contra nosotros,
estda a nuestro favor ... En verdad, les digo que"
seguramente no perdera su recompensa ".
