Pastor’s Message

God is God of the living, not of the dead, and that
means we will be resurrected. Abraham, Isaac,
Jacob and all those of the past who seek God with
all their heart are alive. God is not the God of
cemeteries or photo albums of all those He has
made. At the time of the Transfiguration, Moses
and Elijah revealed themselves next to the living
Jesus, not as holograms, but as living people,
although they were, admittedly, otherwise alive!
Jesus Christ came into this world to teach about
eternal life, He came to testify about this life that
1s available through Him and thanks to Him. It is
the Best News; therefore, we call it the Gospel.
Jesus says about himself that he is the way to
eternal life, the truth about this life and precisely
this eternal life in God the Father. "Jesus Christ
did not come to bring us what we call morality
today, but He came to bring the knowledge of life
to an unfinished humanity" (Claude Tresmontant).
So, he teaches us to be instructed not only about
eternal life after the resurrection, but also about
how to enter into that eternal life that is in Him. It
needs our faith, consent and complicity, and even
quite large sacrifices.

When we think about the resurrection, we usually
send it back to some date in the distant future.
Martha and Mary, standing in front of Lazarus'
tomb, confess their faith in the resurrection, and
finally Martha says she knows it will happen at the
end of time. And Jesus says: I am the resurrection,
and in a moment, he raises the stinking corpse of
Lazarus from the tomb, which in an instant take on
life. Similarly, a dying thief, while hanging on a
cross, addresses Jesus, asking for his memory.
Jesus answers him: TODAY you will be with ME
in Paradise! He is not telling him that it will be at
the end of time, but today! Where Jesus is, there is
eternal life. Eternal life is not tied to a specific date
or contingent upon some cosmic event, but how
close we are to Jesus Christ Himself.

Dios es Dios de vivos, no de muertos, y eso significa
que resucitaremos. Abraham, Isaac, Jacob y todos
aquellos del pasado que buscan a Dios con todo su
corazon estan vivos. Dios no es el Dios de los
cementerios ni de los albumes de fotos de todos los
que ha hecho. En el momento de la Transfiguracion,
Moisés y Elias se revelaron junto al Jesus viviente,
no como hologramas, sino como personas vivas,
aunque, por lo demas, estaban vivos. Jesucristo vino
a este mundo a enseniar acerca de la vida eterna,
vino a testificar acerca de esta vida que estd
disponible a través de El y gracias a El. Es la Mejor
Noticia, por eso lo llamamos el Evangelio. Jesus dice
de si mismo que él es el camino a la vida eterna, la
verdad sobre esta vida y precisamente esta vida
eterna en Dios Padre. “Yeshua no vino a traernos lo
que hoy llamamos moralidad, sino que vino a traer
el conocimiento de la vida a una humanidad
inconclusa” (Claude Tresmontant). Por eso nos
ensernia a ser instruidos no solo sobre la vida eterna
después de la resurreccion, sino también sobre como
entrar en esa vida eterna que estd en El Necesita
nuestra fe, consentimiento y complicidad, e incluso
sacrificios bastante grandes.

Cuando pensamos en la resurreccion, generalmente
la enviamos a una fecha en un futuro lejano. Marta y
Maria, de pie frente a la tumba de Lazaro, confiesan
su fe en la resurreccion, y finalmente Marta dice que
sabe que sucedera al final de los tiempos. Y Jesus
dice: Yo soy la resurreccion, y en un momento
levanta del sepulcro el cadaver hediondo de Lazaro,
que en un instante cobra vida. Del mismo modo, un
ladron moribundo, mientras esta colgado en una
cruz, se dirige a Jesus, pidiendo su memoria. Jesus le
responde: HOY estaras CONMIGO en el Paraiso!
No le esta diciendo que serd al final de los tiempos,
;sino hoy! Donde esta Jesus, hay vida eterna. La
vida eterna no esta ligada a una fecha especifica o
depende de algun evento cosmico, sino cuan cerca
estamos de Jesucristo mismo.
