"Lord, teach us to pray." Prayer, what is it? It is done more
in difficult moments in our lives, when nothing can be
done humanly. Then the hands seem to join together to
pray, tears of pain, emotion and sadness appear in the eyes
for the loss of loved ones. But also tears of hope for the
recovery of a loved one. Someone says, "I love therefore I
know that love wins, so I pray."

Prayer is a cry for love, and therefore for what is most
precious in human life. Sometimes these are only short,
intermittent requests, soaring acts, flowing like "text
messages to God." Someone says: I don't have time, so it's
short. Or: I don't feel the prayer. Do I really have to wait
until I feel thirsty, or even need to pray? And if this
"feeling" doesn't arise, what then? Can I forget the One in
whose name I was baptized? Can I forget the One who is
only good and forgives sins? Can I forget the One who
gives Himself to me in the Eucharist?

What is most important is also what is most beautiful.
Time spent in prayer, although humanly unproductive and
wasted, turns out to be a priceless and most reliable
investment on earth. We invest in eternal life, and God
Himself is the guarantor of this investment. He never gets
tired, but he is also never wrong. He knows each of us by
name and is always waiting to meet us.

"Lord, teach us to pray." Lack of time, haste, lack of

reflection and sensitivity, an attitude of entitlement and
desire, because I deserve this or that. These are probably
the most important obstacles in my conversation with God,
that make God lack space in my life. And the forgotten
friend ceases to be a friend, he becomes someone distant,
forgotten. What to do then? You need to rethink your
relationship with God. The theory is not enough, you have
to pray and trust. As much as we trust, we will get it. This
is the law of love. To fill my whole life with the presence
of God, I should talk to Him like talking to my best friend.
And not just from time to time, but regularly, every day.
Prayer wants to go slowly; it requires stopping, distance
from one's own needs. In prayer, we gain time by losing it,
we pause from everyday life, we entrust ourselves to God,
thanks to which we can rest in Him. We want to do in our
God-given time what He wants us to do.

"Serior, ensénianos a orar". ;Oracion, qué es? Se
realiza mas en los momentos dificiles, cuando nada se
puede hacer humanamente. Entonces las manos
parecen juntarse para rezar, en los ojos asoman
lagrimas de dolor, emocion y tristeza por la pérdida de
seres queridos. Pero también lagrimas de esperanza
por la recuperacion de un ser querido. Alguien dice:

"Amo y sé que el amor gana, asi que rezo".

La oracion es un grito de amor y, por tanto, de lo mas
precioso de la vida humana. A veces, estos son solo
llamados breves e intermitentes, actos elevados, que
fluyen como "mensajes de texto a Dios". Alguien dice:
no tengo tiempo, asi que es corto. O: No siento la
oracion. jRealmente tengo que esperar hasta sentir sed,
o incluso necesito orar? Y si este "sentimiento" no
surge, jentonces qué? ;jPuedo olvidar Aquel en cuyo
nombre fui bautizado? ;Puedo olvidar a Aquel que solo
es bueno y perdona los pecados? ;Puedo olvidar al que
se entrega a mi en la Eucaristia?

Lo mas importante es también lo mas hermoso. El
tiempo dedicado a la oracion, aunque humanamente
improductivo y desperdiciado, resulta ser una inversion
invaluable y mas confiable en la tierra. Invertimos en la
vida eterna, y Dios mismo es el garante de esto
inversion. Nunca se cansa, pero tampoco se equivoca
nunca. Conoce a cada uno de nosotros por nuestro
nombre y siempre esta esperando a encontrarnos.

"Serior, ensénianos a orar”. Falta de tiempo, prisa,
falta de reflexion y sensibilidad, actitud de derecho y
deseo, porque me merezco esto o aquello. Estos son
probablemente los obstdculos mas importantes en mi
conversacion con Dios, que hacen que a Dios le falte
espacio en mi vida. Y el amigo olvidado deja de ser
amigo, se convierte en alguien lejano, olvidado. ;Qué
hacer entonces? Necesitas repensar tu relacion con
Dios. La teoria no es suficiente, hay que rezar y confiar.
Por mucho que confiemos, lo conseguiremos. Esta es la
ley del amor. Para llenar toda mi vida con la presencia
de Dios, debo hablar con El como hablar con mi mejor
amigo. Y no solo de vez en cuando, sino regularmente,
todos los dias. La oracion quiere ir despacio; exige
detenerse, distanciarse de las propias necesidades. En
la oracion ganamos tiempo perdiéndolo, hacemos una
pausa en la vida cotidiana, nos encomendamos a Dios,
gracias a lo cual podemos descansar en EIl. Queremos
hacer en nuestro tiempo dado por Dios lo que El quiere
que hagamos.
