Pastor’s Message

Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

Hallelujah, Jesus is alive! This joyful exclamation
announces to the whole world the most important truth
of Christianity: after passion and death, after pain and
uncertainty of tomorrow, the resurrection has come.
Today, with faith, we stand before the empty tomb,
from which flows the joyful message: He is not here,
because he has risen, as he announced. The center of
our Easter joy is Christ, "conqueror of death, hell and
Satan." From the tomb of Jesus, in which the powerful
of this world have locked Him, the Gospel of life, joy
and hope spreads throughout the world. The Risen One
shows that life on earth is a preparation for eternal
happiness.

We need to believe that Christ is risen. A faith that is
based not on statistical data, but on a personal
relationship with Jesus. By accepting Christ, we
receive a new life. A life where both torment and death
can happen. And then the resurrection, when Christ
comes to the disciples, talks to them, eats and drinks.,
he walks on the waves, he disappears, he goes through
the door. It's all so strange that it's hard to imagine how
people who saw it perceived it. Some were simply
afraid because they thought he was a ghost. They took
care of each other.

The sign of "new life" is the egg. In Christian
symbolism, the egg was associated with Easter from
the beginning, it referred to the fact of the Resurrection
of the Lord. As a new chick hatches from an egg shell,
the resurrected Christ emerges victoriously from the
grave after three days. In the past, the egg symbolized
the Old and New Testaments, i.e. the Old and New
Covenant of God with people. The eggshell, which is
usually discarded as useless when broken, represented
the Old Testament, while the egg yolk, the nucleus of
new life, represented the New Covenant.

The encounter with the Risen Jesus transformed
disciples and entire generations of Christians into
witnesses of God. The mystery of the empty tomb
seems to confirm that Christ's love always wins over
death, over selfishness, sin and all enslavement.
Hallelujah, Jesus is alive!

jAleluya, Jesus estd vivo! Esta exclamacion gozosa
anuncia al mundo entero la verdad mas importante del
cristianismo: después de la pasion y la muerte, después
del dolor y la incertidumbre del mariana, ha llegado la
resurreccion. Hoy, con fe, nos encontramos ante el
sepulcro vacio, del que brota el gozoso mensaje: El no
estd aqui, porque ha resucitado, como anuncio. El centro
de nuestra alegria pascual es Cristo, "vencedor de la
muerte, del infierno y de Satanads". Desde la tumba de
Jesus, en la que lo han encerrado los poderosos de este
mundo, se extiende por todo el mundo el Evangelio de la
vida, la alegria y la esperanza. El Resucitado muestra
que la vida en la tierra es una preparacion para la
felicidad eterna.

Necesitamos creer que Cristo ha resucitado. Una fe que
no se basa en datos estadisticos, sino en una relacion
personal con Jesus. Al aceptar a Cristo, recibimos una
nueva vida. Una vida donde tanto el tormento como la
muerte pueden ocurrir. Y luego la resurreccion, cuando
Cristo viene a los discipulos, les habla, come y bebe.,
camina sobre las olas, desaparece, pasa por la puerta.
Es todo tan extraiio que es dificil imaginar como lo
percibieron las personas que lo vieron. Algunos
simplemente tenian miedo porque pensaban que era un
fantasma. Se cuidaron unos a otros.

El signo de la "nueva vida" es el huevo. En la simbologia
cristiana, el huevo se asocio desde un principio con la
Pascua, se referia al hecho de la Resurreccion del Serior.
Como un nuevo pollito sale del cascaron de un huevo, el
Cristo resucitado emerge victorioso de la tumba después
de tres dias. En el pasado, el huevo simbolizaba el
Antiguo y Nuevo Testamento, es decir, la Antigua y
Nueva Alianza de Dios con las personas. La cdscara de
huevo, que generalmente se descarta por inutil cuando
se rompe, representaba el Antiguo Testamento, mientras
que la yema de huevo, el nucleo de la nueva vida,
representaba la Nueva Alianza.

El encuentro con Jesus Resucitado transformo a
discipulos y generaciones enteras de cristianos en
testigos de Dios. El misterio del sepulcro vacio parece
confirmar que el amor de Cristo vence siempre a la
muerte, al egoismo, al pecado ya toda esclavitud.
jAleluya, Jesus estd vivo!
