Pastor’s Message — Fr. Marian

July 12, 2020 — 19" Sunday in Ordinary Time/6" Sunday after Pentecost

Beginning of the scapular.

The beginning of this grate devotion dates back to the 13th century. When the Crusaders returned from the third expedition
from Palestine, several monks of Mount Carmel joined the English knights returning to their homeland. Not far from the
place where they built the monastery, lived a pious hermit, Simon Stock, coming from a famous, noble family, devoted to
strict mortification: for his home he used a rotten oak, for food the roots of wild plants. From his twenties, he lived a
devoted life, all immersed in God. The neighborhood of the Carmelite monks, the publicity of their virtues, peculiarly
affectionate towards the Holy Mother's devotion, enslaved him to leave his seclusion and join their order. Soon the saintly
man became the general superior. Put at the head of Carmel, Simon offered all his hope in the immaculate Virgin Mary
more than before. Once, in the outpouring of his filial trust, with the simplicity that characterized the saints, he complained
to the Holy Mother of the persecution to which his order was wickedly exposed, and which threatened him with ruin, - he
begged her to show him a visible sign of her protection, exclusive privilege, which would henceforth serve as a shield to
the entire Carmelite order against all those who dare to take it. The Blessed Virgin appeared to him, surrounded by a retinue
of the heavens, and holding in her hand the scapular, saying this words: "Receive, my son, this scapular of your order as a
mark of my brotherhood; it will be a great privilege for you and all the children of Carmel; who shall die this scapular on
himself, he will never suffer eternal fire, this is the mark of salvation, the shield in danger and the eternal covenant plant.
" Simon, faithful to God's inspiration, proclaimed this new grace of the Mother of God everywhere, showing the scapular
which the Immaculate Heaven itself conveyed not only to the members of Carmel, but to all Christianity. Soon, the scapular
decorated more and more new servants of Mary, and many miracles stated how nice this devotion to the Holy Mother was.
Therefore, the Popes broadcast numerous and rich indulgences to the Scapular's brotherhood, which greatly contributed to
the rapid expansion of this devotion.

12 de julio de 2020 - 15° domingo del tiempo ordinario / 6° domingo después de Pentecostés

Comienzo del escapulario.

El comienzo de esta devocion a la rejilla se remonta al siglo XIII. Cuando los cruzados regresaron de la tercera expedicion
desde Palestina, varios monjes del Monte Carmelo se unieron a los caballeros ingleses que regresaban a su tierra natal. No
muy lejos del lugar donde construyeron el monasterio, vivia un ermitafio piadoso, Simon Stock, proveniente de una familia
noble y famosa, dedicada a la mortificacion estricta: para su hugar usaba un roble podrido, como alimento las raices de las
plantas silvestres. Desde los veinte afos, vivié una vida celestial, todo inmerso en Dios. El vecindario de los monjes
carmelitas, la publicidad de sus virtudes, peculiarmente carifiosas hacia la devocion de la Santa Madre, lo esclavizaron
para abandonar su reclusion y unirse a su orden. Pronto el hombre santo se convirti6 en el superior general. Puesto a la
cabeza del Carmelo, Simén ofrecio6 toda su esperanza en la inmaculada Virgen Maria mas que antes. Una vez, en la efusion
de su confianza filial, con la simplicidad que caracterizaba a los santos, se quejo a la Santa Madre de la persecucion a la
que su orden fue expuesta con perversidad, y que lo amenazo con la ruina, le rogd que le mostrara un signo visible de su
proteccion, privilegio exclusivo, que en adelante serviria de escudo a toda la orden carmelita contra todos aquellos que se
atrevan a tomarla. La Santisima Virgen se le aparecid, rodeada por una comitiva de los cielos, y sosteniendo en su mano
el escapulario, diciendo estas palabras: "Recibe, hijo mio, este escapulario de tu orden como una marca de mi hermandad;
sera un gran privilegio para usted y todos los hijos del Carmelo; quien morira este escapulario sobre si mismo, nunca
sufrira fuego eterno, esta es la marca de la salvacion, el escudo en peligro y la planta del pacto eterno ". Simon, fiel a la
inspiracion de Dios, proclamo esta nueva gracia de la Madre de Dios en todas partes, mostrando el escapulario que el Cielo
Inmaculado transmitia no solo a los miembros del Carmelo, sino a todo el cristianismo. Pronto, el escapulario decord mas
y mas nuevos sirvientes de Maria, y muchos milagros declararon cuan agradable fue esta devocién a la Santa Madre. Por
lo tanto, los Papas transmitieron numerosas y ricas indulgencias a la hermandad del Escapulario, lo que contribuyo en gran
medida a la rapida expansion de esta devocion.
