Pastor’s Message

Mensaje del pastor

XVII Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
90 domingo después de Pentecostés

Jesus' disciples in today's Gospel were convinced
that it was impossible to feed the multitudes of
hungry people. But Jesus did not allow the hungry to
be sent away, but told them to sit down to eat.
Everyone saw the power of God when the Lord
performed the miracle of the multiplication of the
loaves and fish to feed the gathered audience. Even
the apostles' lack of faith did not prevent him.

We see people around us who do not respect what
they have. And so, they throw large amounts of food
into the trash, good things. But there are also some
families who cannot afford to have food and clothes
at home to send their children on vacation. As
Christians, we are called not only to overcome hunger
at its root, but also to share it with those in need. And
not to complain that nothing can be done about it.
Jesus says to us, "give them something to eat"
because he knew it would allow us to see more than
just the tip of our nose. For our own good, we are to
open our hearts, pockets and refrigerators - so as not
to close ourselves in our selfishness. "You give them
food" means: you alone are not able to meet all the
needs of this world, you need My help. But do not
throw this problem only on God, it is through your
commitment to build the Kingdom of God on earth
that you are to ensure that there will be no hungry and
thirsty among you.

In the encyclical God is love, Pope Benedict XVI

writes: “Love - caritas - will always be necessary,
also in the most just community. There is no just state
order that can make the service of love redundant.
Whoever tries to break free will be ready to break free
from man as man. There will always be suffering that
needs comfort and help. There will always be
loneliness. There will always be situations of material
need, when help is needed in the spirit of concrete
love for one's neighbor”. Listening to the words of
Jesus from today's Gospel, share the possessions you
have, but above all give yourself: your care, time,
help, compassion, loving care, smile, peace and joy

Los discipulos de Jesus en el Evangelio de hoy
estaban convencidos de que era imposible alimentar a
las multitudes de personas hambrientas. Pero Jesus no
permitid que los hambrientos fueran despedidos, sino
que les dijo que se sentaran a comer. Todos vieron el
poder de Dios cuando el Sefior realiz6 el milagro de la
multiplicacion de los panes y los peces para alimentar
a la audiencia reunida. Incluso la falta de fe de los
apostoles no se lo impidio.

Vemos personas a nuestro alrededor que no
respetan lo que tienen. Y entonces tiran grandes
cantidades de comida a la basura, cosas buenas. Pero
también hay familias que no pueden permitirse el lujo
de tener comida y ropa en casa para enviar a sus hijos
de vacaciones. Como cristianos, estamos llamados no
solo a vencer el hambre de raiz, sino también a
compartirla con los necesitados. Y no quejarse de que
no se puede hacer nada al respecto. Jesus nos dice,
"dales algo de comer" porque sabia que nos permitiria
ver algo mas que la punta de la nariz. Por nuestro
propio bien, debemos abrir nuestros corazones,
bolsillos y refrigeradores, para no encerrarnos en
nuestro egoismo. "Les das de comer" significa: ta solo
no puedes satisfacer todas las necesidades de este
mundo, necesitas Mi ayuda. Pero no arroje este
problema solo a Dios, es a través de su compromiso de
construir el Reino de Dios en la tierra que debe
asegurarse de que no haya hambre ni sed entre
ustedes.

En la enciclica Dios es amor, escribe el Papa
Benedicto XVI: “El amor - caritas - serd siempre
necesario, también en la comunidad mas justa. No
existe un orden estatal justo que pueda hacer que el
servicio del amor sea superfluo. Quien intente
liberarse estara dispuesto a liberarse del hombre como
hombre. Siempre habra sufrimiento que necesite
consuelo y ayuda. Siempre habra soledad. Siempre
habra situaciones de necesidad material, cuando se
necesite ayuda en el espiritu de amor concreto al
projimo ”. Escuchando las palabras de Jests del
Evangelio de hoy, comparte las posesiones que tienes,
pero sobre todo entrégate a ti mismo: tu cuidado,
tiempo, ayuda, compasion, cariiio, sonrisa, paz y
alegria.
