Pastor’s Message — Fr. Marian

May 17, 2020 — 6th Sunday of Easter
Will the words in the subtitle addressed to us through the Gospel of Saint John mobilize us like the first

Christians? You would think that it was easier for them to believe because they saw miracles and healings. And Christ
said: Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe. The Acts of the Apostles tell us today about the faith of the
people of Samaria, how miracles of healing and liberation from possession were accomplished thanks to the adoption of
the Word of God. God's Word has great causative power.

Someone may say that healing would not be needed if there were no illnesses, that there would be no need for
liberation if there were no possession. But, unfortunately, our life here on earth is structured and planned so that we are
not able to free ourselves from problems, unless, as Saint Peter advises us in his Letter: "but do it with gentleness and
reverence [to God] keeping your conscience clear, so that when you are maligned, those who defame your good conduct
in Christ may themselves be put to shame. For it is better to suffer doing good, if that be God's will, than for doing evil”.
(1 Peter 3: 16-17) These are words that are worth considering and pondering, because there are plenty of people who
mock those who act for the good of others.

Finally, we receive the Word of Christ. A word about love, loyalty, but also the rule of law, because what else is keeping
the commandments? Let us be faithful, law-abiding and merciful, then we will see the life we are waiting for - eternal
life. The Lord gives us the Word, which should be the most important word for us: "Whoever accepts my
commandments and observes them, is the one who loves me. And whoever loves me will be loved by my Father, and 1
will love him and reveal myself to him." (Jn 14.21). I think that every additional word is superfluous here.

Jesus, risen Christ, please, let us use the truth, love, and faith. Let us listen to your words. Through Christ, with
Christ and in Christ.

.Las palabras en el subtitulo dirigido a nosotros a través del Evangelio de San Juan nos movilizardn como los primeros
cristianos? Uno pensaria que les fue mas facil creer porque vieron milagros y curaciones. Y Cristo dijo: Bienaventurados
los que no vieron y creyeron. Los Hechos de los Apdstoles nos cuentan hoy sobre la fe de la gente de Samaria, como se
lograron los milagros de sanidades y liberaciones de la posesion gracias a la adopcion de la Palabra de Dios. La Palabra
de Dios tiene un gran poder causal.

Alguien puede decir que la curacidén no seria necesaria si no hubiera enfermedades, que no habria necesidad de
liberaciones si no hubiera posesion. Pero, desafortunadamente, nuestra vida aqui en la tierra estd estructurada y
planificada para que no podamos liberarnos de los problemas, a menos que, como nos aconseja San Pedro en su Carta:
"pero haganlo con gentileza y reverencia manteniendo la conciencia limpia, asi que para que cuando seas difamado, los
que difaman tu buena conducta en Cristo sean avergonzados. Porque es mejor sufrir haciendo el bien, si es la voluntad de
Dios, que hacer el mal ". (1 Pedro 3: 16-17). Estas son palabras que vale la pena considerar y reflexionar, porque hay
muchas personas que se burlan de quienes actuan por el bien de los demas.

Finalmente, recibimos la Palabra de Cristo. Una palabra sobre amor, lealtad, pero también sobre el estado de derecho,
porque ;qué mas estd guardando los mandamientos? Seamos fieles, respetuosos de la ley y misericordiosos, entonces
veremos la vida que estamos esperando: la vida eterna. El Sefor nos da la Palabra, que deberia ser la palabra mas
importante para nosotros: "El que acepta mis mandamientos y los observa, ése me ama. Al que me ama a mi, sera amado
por mi Padre, y yo lo amaré y me manifestaré a ¢l ". (Jn 14,21). Creo que cada palabra adicional es superflua aqui.

Jesus, Cristo resucitado, por favor, usemos la verdad, el amor y la fe. Déjanos escuchar tus palabras. Por Cristo, con
Cristo y en Cristo.
