Pastor’s Message

October 4., 2020 — 27" Sunday in Ordinary Time/18" Sunday after Pentecost

“Have no anxiety at all, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, make your requests known to
God. O Lord, hear my prayer and let my cry come unto you.” This reading demonstrates the need and value of prayer.
Where does prayer take place? We have ultimate public prayer at the mass, which is the renewal and perpetuation of
the sacrifice of the cross in the sense that it offers Jesus anew to God in an un-bloody way. There is formal prayer such
as the daily Divine Office, familiar payer, the Our Father and Hail Mary, and private prayer within ourselves. All these
are offerings and conversations with God. The church is also blessed to have certain religious orders whose mission, or
charism, is just to pray for us all. St Bruno whose feast is celebrated on October 6, was founder of one these orders, the
Carthusians. Prayer though, belongs to us all. In your prayer, both inside a church, or in the quiet of your heart,
remember to praise and thank God for your salvation, and ask Him for His help and guidance for you. Your prayer will
come unto Him.

The first week of October is packed with Feasts of great Saints of the Catholic Faith. St Therese, The Little Flower, St.
Francis of Assisi and St. Bruno of the Carthusians, are celebrated. St. Therese, in her “Journey of a Soul” became the
spiritual guide of inner strength for missionaries. St. Francis, changed the way religious orders served the church, and
remained in the world, especially working with the poor and needy. St. Bruno founded the Carthusians, the strictest
hermit-monks in the world. To this day, they pray for all of us. We must not forget Our Lady of the Rosary whose
help Christians so need today, in their persecutions. Follow their example, and Our Lady to Christ, and the final victory
of salvation.
