Pastor’s Message — Fr. Marian
May 24, 2020 — 7" Sunday of Easter

- 1 will always be with you

The promise contained in the subtitle may seem unreal to us, because how can we understand these words, since in our lives we often
experience departures. How many times do we meet people who promise us friendship, sometimes even love forever. And what? Most
often it ends on promises. Meanwhile, this particular promise should be stuck in our heads as real and factual, because the fact that he
ascended into Heaven is our confirmation.

Let us not ask whether or not how, but let us ask ourselves whether we believe it or whether we have opened ourselves to the fact of
permanent presence. Because it is the fact that Christ ascended to Heaven that gives us hope that - if we believe - he will stay with us, he
will accompany us, guide us and lead us in such a way that we remain with him constantly. We, however, are to testify of his presence, his
life and the Sacrifice that became the beginning of a new life for us. Let us not inquire how it will be fulfilled, but - believing - let us be
His witnesses, because He wants it: «It is not your thing to know the times and moments that the Father has established by His authority,
but when the Holy Spirit comes upon you, you will receive His power and you will my witnesses in Jerusalem and all Judea and Samaria,
and to the ends of the earth. " (Acts 1.7-8)

We, as part of the Church of Christ, have received the last teaching: what to do next, how to live and how to wait for the coming again, i.e.
Parusia; «All power is given to me in heaven and on earth. Go, then, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, Son
and Holy Spirit. Teach them to keep everything | have commanded you. And here | am with you all the days until the end of the world ».
(Mt 28.18b-20). How do we know about coming again? Where do we get this lesson from and how to expect Him who loved us so much?
Let us return to the reading of the Acts of the Apostles, where in the last fragment of today's reading there are words that are not only
addressed to the Apostles present at the Ascension, but also, and perhaps above all to us: «Men of Galilee, why are you standing and
looking at the sky? This Jesus, taken from you to heaven, will come just as you saw him ascend to heaven ». (Acts 1/10-11).

Jesus Christ in Heaven Ascending give us faith, perseverance and love so that we can proclaim Your Words to others and prepare
for Your second coming. Through Christ, with Christ and in Christ.

- Siempre estaré contigo

La promesa contenida en el subtitulo puede parecernos irreal, porque ;co6mo podemos entender estas palabras, ya que en nuestras vidas a
menudo experimentamos desviaciones? ;Cuadntas veces nos encontramos con personas que nos prometen amistad, a veces incluso amor
para siempre? ;Y qué? Muy a menudo termina con promesas. Mientras tanto, esta promesa en particular debe quedar atrapada en nuestras
cabezas como real y de hecho, porque el hecho de que él ascendié al Cielo es nuestra confirmacion.

No preguntemos si 0 no cdmo, sino preguntémonos si lo creemos o si nos hemos abierto al hecho de la presencia permanente. Porque es el
hecho de que Cristo ascendi6 al Cielo lo que nos da la esperanza de que, si creemaos, se quedara con nosotros, nos acompafiara, nos guiara
y nos guiara de tal manera que permanezcamos con él constantemente. Nosotros, sin embargo, debemos testificar de su presencia, su vida
y el sacrificio que se convirtio en el comienzo de una nueva vida para nosotros. No preguntemos cémo se cumplira, sino, creyendo,
seamos Sus testigos, porque El lo quiere: «No es lo tuyo saber los tiempos y momentos que el Padre ha establecido por Su autoridad, sino
cuando el Santo El Espiritu viene sobre ti, recibiras Su poder y mis testigos en Jerusalén y toda Judea y Samaria, y hasta los confines de la
tierra. "(Hechos 1.7-8)

Nosotros, como parte de la Iglesia de Cristo, hemos recibido la Gltima ensefianza: qué hacer a continuacién, como vivir y cémo esperar la
venida nuevamente, es decir, Parusia; «Todo el poder me es dado en el cielo y en la tierra. Ve, entonces, y ensefia a todas las naciones,
bautizdndolas en el nombre del Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo. Enséfiales a guardar todo lo que te he mandado. Y aqui estoy contigo todos
los dias hasta el fin del mundo ». (Mt 28.18b-20). ; Como sabemos acerca de venir otra vez? ;De donde sacamos esta leccion y cdmo
esperar al que nos amo tanto? Volvamos a la lectura de los Hechos de los Apdstoles, donde en el Gltimo fragmento de la lectura de hoy
hay palabras que no solo estan dirigidas a los Apdstoles presentes en la Ascension, sino también, y quizas sobre todo a nosotros:
«Hombres de Galilea, ¢por qué estas parado y mirando al cielo? Este Jesus, llevado de ti al cielo, vendra tal como lo viste ascender al cielo
». (Hech. 1/10-11).

Jesucristo en el cielo Ascendente, danos fe, perseverancia y amor para que podamos proclamar tus palabras a los demés y
prepararnos para tu segunda venida. Por Cristo, con Cristo y en Cristo
