We have today the famous Sermon on the Mount, the
Beatitudes. Many have heard or read them. The
Blessed are the . They speak to hope, hope
for comfort, hope for correction of injustice, but
importantly for hope in times of persecution for the
faith. Many take a false comfort in feeling that within
the United States, there is no persecution for
witnessing the Faith. This Beatitude obviously
applies especially to those in the Middle East, under
the yolk of Isis, or those in India and Africa, where
limbs are cut off, priests and faithful burned alive in
their homes and churches. Indeed no one who has not
lived it, can appreciate the horror these souls have
suffered for refusing to deny Christ. The persecution
is clear and overt, and easily recognized. Yet there is
a smaller, more insidious form of persecution of the
Church in the United States. It is from within and
without. Television and movies always show the
deceptiveness of Catholic clergy, the glorification of
those who challenge religious values. When was the
last time that a novice, whether in a priestly order or
sisterhood, choose to remain with the Church when
offered sexual temptation, or even the love of
marriage. The way of the church is always portrayed
as the second choice, lesser choice. Even among lay
people, other religions with nebulous doctrines are
shown to be more welcoming, more “real” than the
Catholic Faith. Even some of the prelates of the
Church itself, seek a watering down of doctrine, or
applications of doctrine to enhance the appeal of
Catholicism to the masses. What happens when you
try to stretch a soup by adding more and more
unflavored water? Eventually you will lose the
essence of that soup, and not know if it is onion, or
chicken or lentil. We must be true to whom we are,
to the truths passed down to us by Jesus Christ. We
must be brave in the face of all these subtle
persecutions that attempt to strike down our Faith. It
1s indeed difficult at times to do so, but remember the
last Beatitude: Blessed are you when they insult you
and persecute you and utter every kind of evil against
you falsely because of me. Rejoice and be glad, for
your reward will be great in heaven."

Tenemos hoy el famoso Sermon de la Montaria, las
Bienaventuranzas. Muchos los han oido o leido. Los
Bienaventurados son los . Hablan con
esperanza, esperanza de consuelo, esperanza para la
correccion de la injusticia, pero importante para la
esperanza en tiempos de persecucion por la fe.
Muchos se sienten comodos al sentir que dentro de los
Estados Unidos no hay persecucion por el testimonio
de la Fe. Es evidente que esta Beatitud se aplica
especialmente a los del Oriente Medio, bajo la yema
de Isis, o en la India y Africa, donde se cortan los
miembros, sacerdotes y fieles quemados vivos en sus
hogares e iglesias. De hecho, nadie que no la haya
vivido, puede apreciar el horror que estas almas han
sufrido por negarse a negar a Cristo. La persecucion
es clara y abierta, y facilmente reconocida. Sin
embargo, existe una forma mas pequena e insidiosa de
persecucion de la Iglesia en los Estados Unidos. Es de
dentro y de fuera. La television y el cine siempre
muestran la decepcion del clero catolico, la
glorificacion de quienes desafian los valores
religiosos. ;Cudndo fue la ultima vez que un novicio,
ya sea en un orden sacerdotal o en una hermandad,
decide quedarse con la Iglesia cuando se le ofrece
tentacion sexual o incluso el amor al matrimonio. El
camino de la iglesia siempre es retratado como la
segunda eleccion, la menor eleccion. Incluso entre los
laicos, otras religiones con doctrinas nebulosas son
mas acogedoras, mas "reales" que la fe catdlica.
Incluso algunos de los prelados de la misma Iglesia,
buscan una dilucion de la doctrina, o aplicaciones de
la doctrina para realzar el atractivo del catolicismo
hacia las masas. ;Qué sucede cuando tratas de estirar
una sopa anadiendo mads y mds agua sin sabor?
Eventualmente perderda la esencia de esa sopa, y no
sabra si es cebolla, o pollo o lenteja. Debemos ser
verdaderos a quienes somos, a las verdades
transmitidas a nosotros por Jesucristo. Debemos ser
valientes frente a todas estas sutiles persecuciones que
intentan derribar nuestra fe. A veces es dificil hacerlo,
pero recuerda la ultima Bienaventuranza:
Bienaventurados sois cuando os insulta y os persiguen,
y profanan contra vosotros toda clase de mal contra
vosotros por mi culpa. Regocijaos y alegraos, porque
vuestra recompensa serd grande en el cielo. "
