Pastor’s Message
April 24, 2022

Mensaje del pastor

The creation of the world by God consisted in organizing
a certain zone in which plants and animals as well as the
created man, living in harmony, were to worship the
Creator and bring Him joy. Why is it different? Our
progenitor succumbed to the temptations of Satan and
committed a sin, for which he was expelled from Paradise.
He has burdened all of us with his sin. That's it for Adam.
And it could have been like this, if not for God's Mercy,
sending us Jesus Christ. The martyrdom of Jesus and His
Resurrection opened the way to Salvation, in other words,
they made it possible for us to return to the Father - God,
to the lost paradise. Jesus was well aware that he had
become the second Adam while he was doing his work.
At the same time, he became the one who at the end of
time will come back to embrace all of us with his Great
Merciful Love. Christ's contemporaries already knew
about mercy, because by showing mercy to one another,
they learned to get to know God's Mercy. This led to the
fact that "The number of men and women who took faith
in the Lord grew more and more." (Acts 5:14). Why?
Because the miracles that happened not only through
Christ, but also through the Apostles, is precisely the work
of Mercy.

Today, thanks to Divine Mercy, we have the opportunity
to participate in the Mystery of Birth and Life, Death and
Resurrection, Salvation and Glory of our Lord Jesus
Christ. Divine Mercy has given us not only faith, but also
the Sacraments that bring us closer to the Lord. It was
through the sacrament of Baptism that we were
incorporated into the community of the Church. Through
the Sacrament of Penance, we reconcile ourselves with
God, gaining forgiveness of sins, that is, forgiveness, and
through the Eucharist we participate in His sacrifice,
which is constantly present.

By reading the words of the Gospel about the

unbelieving Thomas, whom Jesus allows to touch His
wounds, we can read this text as directed at us. We are
dealing with Mercy again, this time for us who did not
participate in these events, and yet we are blessed by
God. Why? For we are the ones who, not seeing God,
believe in Him. Yet Jesus said, "Blessed are those who
have not seen and believed." (Jn 20:29).

Y podria haber sido asi, si no fuera por la Misericordia de
Dios, enviandonos a Jesucristo. El martirio de Jesus y Su
Resurreccion abrieron el camino a la Salvacién, es decir,
hicieron posible que volviéramos al Padre - Dios, al paraiso
perdido. Jesiis era muy consciente de que se habia
convertido en el segundo Adan mientras hacia su obra. Al
mismo tiempo, se convirtié6 en aquel que al final de los
tiempos volvera a abrazarnos a todos con su Gran Amor
Misericordioso. Los contemporaneos de Cristo ya conocian
la misericordia, porque mostrandose misericordia unos a
otros, aprendieron a conocer la Misericordia de Dios. Esto
llevé al hecho de que "Crecia mas y mas el numero de
hombres y mujeres que creian en el Sefor". (Hechos 5:14).
(Por qué? Porque los milagros que sucedieron no sélo por
medio de Cristo, sino también por medio de los Apostoles,
es precisamente obra de la Misericordia.

Hoy, gracias a la Divina Misericordia, tenemos la
oportunidad de participar del Misterio del Nacimiento y la
Vida, Muerte y Resurreccion, Salvacion y Gloria de
Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo. La Divina Misericordia nos ha
dado no soélo la fe, sino también los Sacramentos que nos
acercan al Sefior. Fue a través del sacramento del Bautismo
que fuimos incorporados a la comunidad de la Iglesia. Por
el Sacramento de la Penitencia nos reconciliamos con Dios,
obteniendo el perdon de los pecados, es decir, el perdon, y
por la Eucaristia participamos de su sacrificio, que esta
constantemente presente.

Al leer las palabras del Evangelio sobre el incrédulo

Tomas, a quien Jesus le permite tocar sus heridas,
podemos leer este texto como dirigido a nosotros. Estamos
tratando con la Misericordia nuevamente, esta vez para
nosotros que no participamos en estos eventos y, sin
embargo, somos bendecidos por Dios. ;Por qué? Porque
nosotros somos los que, no viendo a Dios, creemos en El.
Sin embargo, Jests dijo: "Bienaventurados los que no
vieron y creyeron". (Juan 20:29).
