Pastor’s Message

Mensaje del pastor

13 de Junio de 2021
XI Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
3er domingo después de Pentecostés

Everything we hear in the Gospels is to help us
understand what Jesus Christ wanted to pass on to
both his contemporaries and future generations. We
are God's children, so the words of the parable often
sound as if they were directed at children. And they
are still as relevant as they were 2,000 years ago.

God's power, His authority and His mercy are the
theme of the first reading. God can exalt everyone
who is humble and humiliate everyone who is
confident: “all the trees of the field will know that I
am the Lord who humbles the tall tree, who lifts up
the low tree, who makes the green tree wither, and the
greenness makes it dry. I, the Lord, have spoken and
will do it. " (Ezekiel 17:24). How did the Prophet
Ezekiel, who lived before the birth of Christ, acquire
this knowledge? It is the Holy Spirit, under whom he
wrote, who directs these words not only to those who
were born before Christ, but also to us, to those who
hear them now and here. Our task is to grow in the
Lord with love and humility, without any exaltation
over others.

Jesus, knowing our limitations, tries to explain the
essence of God's kingdom. And again, in the parable,
he gives us instructions on how to live, because as we
live, we will grow in faith, how we will treat faith, we
will discover the Kingdom of Christ, and thus we will
be judged by God at the final meeting. We are to live
as that mustard seed, which “when sown into the
ground, it is the smallest of all the seeds on earth. But
when sown it grows and grows larger than vegetables;
it sprouts great branches so that the birds of the air
nest in its shadow” (Mk 4: 31-32). Our faith is fertile
ground on which our life is to thrive, and at the same
time our life is fertile ground on which our faith is to
grow.

Mother of God, through your intercession, we
ask for the Grace of the Holy Spirit so that we can
understand what your Son, Jesus Christ, says to
us. May we grow in faith, love and truth like this
mustard seed.

Todo lo que escuchamos en los Evangelios es
para ayudarnos a comprender lo que Jesucristo
queria transmitir tanto a sus contemporaneos como a
las generaciones futuras. Somos hijos de Dios, por
lo que las palabras de la parabola a menudo suenan
como si estuvieran dirigidas a los nifios. Y siguen
siendo tan relevantes como lo eran hace 2.000 afios.

El poder de Dios, su autoridad y su misericordia
son el tema de la primera lectura. Dios puede exaltar
a todo el que es humilde y humillar a todo el que
tiene confianza: “todos los arboles del campo sabran
que yo soy el Sefior que humillo al arbol alto, que
alzo al arbol bajo, que hace secar el arbol verde y lo
verdor lo seca. Yo, el Senor, he hablado y lo haré.
"(Ezequiel 17:24). ; COmo adquirio este
conocimiento el profeta Ezequiel, que vivio antes
del nacimiento de Cristo? Es el Espiritu Santo, bajo
quien escribid, quien dirige estas palabras no solo a
los que nacieron antes de Cristo. , pero también a
nosotros, a los que los escuchan ahora y aqui,
nuestra tarea es crecer en el Sefior con amor y
humildad, sin exaltacion alguna sobre los demas.

Jesus, conociendo nuestras limitaciones, trata de
explicar la esencia del reino de Dios. Y de nuevo, en
la pardbola, nos da instrucciones sobre coémo vivir,
porque a medida que vivamos, creceremos en la fe,
como trataremos la fe, descubriremos el Reino de
Cristo, y asi seremos juzgados por Dios en la
reunion final. Debemos vivir como esa semilla de
mostaza, que “cuando se siembra en la tierra, es la
mas pequefia de todas las semillas de la tierra. Pero
cuando se siembra crece y crece mas que los
vegetales; brota grandes ramas para que las aves del
cielo aniden a su sombra” (Mc 4, 31-32). Nuestra fe
es un terreno fértil en el que prosperara nuestra vida
y, al mismo tiempo, nuestra vida es un terreno fértil
en el que crecera nuestra fe.

Madre de Dios, por tu intercesion te pedimos la
Gracia del Espiritu Santo para que podamos
entender lo que tu Hijo Jesucristo nos dice. Que
podamos crecer en fe, amor y verdad como esta
semilla de mostaza.
