The Bible speaks to hearing the word of God,
recognizing it, and responding to it. But it is
not only enough to recognize the word of God,
1s not only something to be studied as an
academic exercise, but something which is to
form our behaviors. It should change our
thought processes, and how we view the world.
In the Reading for the Ordinary Rite, we look
at the story of the rich man, and the sickly
beggar. He literally stepped over the poor
beggar each day. He left him covered with
sores, in his very doorway and offered him no
comfort, not wishing to be bothered. When he
died he found himself suffering the torments of
hell. In the distance the man with the sores was
being comforted by God. The rich man begged
for mercy. He was given the mercy he had
shown the sick man. It would have been
nothing for the rich person to offer the beggar
some food, or old clothes, or some treatments.
He did not. How could he expect charity for
himself, when he didn’t have charity for
others? He even asks God to let him speak to
his relatives and warn them. But he was told
the message had been given through the
prophets already. He chose to ignore it. The
message here is clear, treat others with mercy
and charity, and respond to mercy and charity
given to you with gratitude. All the warnings
have been already presented to us. God has
shown us the path repeatedly. He has spoken
through the prophets, the Gospels, and from
the Creed, our One, Holy, Catholic and
Apostolic Church. The truth is here for us. We
must not ignore the invitation to our own
salvation and be cast out with the undeserving.
For those who give mercy are those to whom
mercy is shown.

La Biblia habla de escuchar la palabra de Dios,
reconocerla y responder a ella. Pero no solo es
suficiente reconocer la palabra de Dios, no es
solo algo para ser estudiado como un ejercicio
académico, sino algo para formar nuestros
comportamientos. Deberia cambiar nuestros
procesos de pensamiento y como vemos el
mundo. En la Lectura del rito ordinario,
observamos la historia del hombre rico y del
mendigo enfermo. Literalmente, paso por
encima del mendigo cada dia. Lo dejo cubierto
de llagas, en su propia puerta y no le ofrecio
consuelo, no queriendo ser molestado. Cuando
murio, se encontro sufriendo los tormentos del
infierno. A lo lejos, el hombre con las llagas
estaba siendo consolado por Dios. El hombre
rico suplico piedad. Le dieron la misericordia
que le habia mostrado al hombre enfermo. No
habria sido nada para la persona rica ofrecerle
al mendigo algo de comida, ropa vieja o algunos
tratamientos. No lo hizo. ;Como podia esperar
caridad para si mismo, cuando no tenia caridad
para los demas? Incluso le pide a Dios que le
permita hablar con sus parientes y advertirles.
Pero le dijeron que el mensaje ya habia sido
transmitido por los profetas. Eligio ignorarlo. El
mensaje aqui es claro, trata a los demds con
misericordia y caridad, y responde a la
misericordia y caridad que se te da con gratitud.
Todas las advertencias ya nos han sido
presentadas. Dios nos ha mostrado el camino
repetidamente. El ha hablado a través de los
profetas, los Evangelios y del Credo, nuestra
Iglesia Una, Santa, catodlica y Apostolica. La
verdad esta aqui para nosotros. No debemos
ignorar la invitacion a nuestra propia salvacion
y ser expulsados con los que no lo merecen. Para
aquellos que dan misericordia son aquellos a
quienes se les muestra misericordia.
